Couniics of Duval, Putnam and Alachua, in the State of Florida,
regiding on, and in the vicinity of the Bellamy Road, leading from
the St. John’s River, to Newnansville in the County of Alachua,
for want of mall facilities: And Whereas, the rapidly growing
and increasing population of those Counties hetween said points,
call for the establishment of a Mail Route and Post Offices along
saidline: And Whereas, The speedy transmiszion of intelligence
and communication is of the first importance to this, as well as
other portions of the country ; Therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
State of Florida in General Assembly convened, That our Senators
and Representative in Congress be, and hereby are requested to pro-
cure if possible, the establishment of a Mail Route hetween said
points, and : the establishment of Post Offices at Danielsville in the
County of Putnam, and at the Sand Hills in the County of Alachua,
and the transmission of semi-weekly Mails over said route, going and
returning in two horse post coaches.

Be 1t further resolved, That a copy of this preamble and resolu-
tion, duly certified, be transmitted by his Excellency the Governor
to our Senators and Representative in Congress.
