In view of the fact that the city market is abont to be
opened and that inducements will be offered to ourselves to
oceupy its stalls, we would humbly request in the interest of
the citizens—in that present low. prices of meats and
vegetables inay be vontinued —and the market men-—that
those who become tenants of the city may not be placed at
greater disadvantige thap a change of location necessarily
involves—that the city be just to those who would like to
occupy the city market.

In view of the fact that tbe necessary large expenditure of
public money in the erection of new baildings for various
city uses is for the benefit of all citizens alike, and that its
burdens should be borne by all classes, and not by one class
alone, and that while the city is in need of greater revenue,
we would pray that this burden be distributed over the whole
community, and over a period of time commensurate with
the future and permanent benefit to the citizens of to-day and
those who will succeed us in its enjoyment.

We would respec fully call the atteision of your honora-
ble body to the fact that a number of the undersigned bad
already more 1han paid the city the cost of the old city mar-
ket, and were coatributing annually a large revenue to the
city—which revenue was used ih other ways than the care
and preservation of the market house—when the fire of 1836
swept the building away, and we were obliged to seek and
provide, without any assistance from the city, new places for
our business.
