Dear Bir—Your Committee appointed to report the best
and most economical method of visiting the various Piate
institutions, convict camps, and canals, beg leave o report as
follows: :

1. That no Coinmittee shall consist of but thres members,
one on the part of the Sepate and two on the part of the .
House.

2. That no committee shall have any clerk, except the Com-
mittee to visit and examine the conviet camps. Believing, as
we do, that a thorough examination of the treatment, care and
condition of the prisoners should be made, we recommand.
that they be allowed one clerk, who should be a stenographer,

3. That only five committees should be appointed, as fol-
lows:

One committee to investigate all conviet camps, and to be
empowered to employ one clerk, and also to send for papers
and personz, that a thorough and complete investigaiion csn
he made.

4. That one and the same committee shall visit the State
schools at lake City, Bartow and Gainesville.
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5. That one and the same commitiee shall visit the Deaf,
Dumb and Blind Institute at St. Augustine, and also inspect
the canals, dug and now under construction by.the Florida
East Coast Drainage Company.

6. That one and the same committee shall visit the State
Normal Scheol at DeFuniak, the Insane Asylum at Chatta-
hoochee, and the State Reformatory at Marianna.

7. That one and the same committee shall visit the white
and colored schools located in Tallahassee and’ supported by
State appropriations.
