We found the South Florida Military and Educatioln
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Institute buildings situated upon 131/2 acres of land in the
suburbs of Bartow. Of this, 2½/2 acres have been nicely
leveled and sodded with Bermuda grass, mnaking excellent
drill grounds. The -main building is a two-story nine build-
ing, unpainted and presenting an unattractive exterior. This
building has 32 rooms, of which 16 are used for larracks.,
the balance for recitation and other purposes. The inte-
nor of these rooms present a shabby appearance, being T)artly
papered, the papering worn and torn, the furnimshling of the I
rooms exceedingly scanty, consisting of, in the barracks, I hree 
.ots, one pine table and a few toilet articles. The recita- 
tiun rooms are furnished with plain plank ':euches. rf'lere
is a smaller pine building used for cook and eating rooms and 
a chemical laboratory scantily furnished. 

There were enrolled during the session ending June 30,
1898, 52 students, of which 45 were students frolm the sev- 
eral counties of the State, as provided by the law of 1897. i
There are four classes in the course provided for students, first, .

The system of keeping account of thle receipts and itilurse-
ments at this college is very unsatisfactory.

EAST FLORIDA SEMINARY, GAINESVI[ILLE.
We found the buildings of this institution situatedl upon

about two and a half acres of ground near the center of the
cit.y and nicely located. TJhe grounds are levelled and covered
with Bermuda grass and present an attractive appearance.
The barracks is an oblong, two-story building enclosing a sniall
plat of ground and w1ith wide verandas rmnning all aroulnd
the building, making a pleasant home for students. This build-
ing contains 72 rooms, besides two large rooms used for gym-
nasiums and mess hall. Everything-about the lbuilding indi-
cates neatness and cleanliness, and the rooms occupied are
plainly but comfortably furnished. 'We regret to find so few
boarding students availing themselve.s of the arlvantases af-
forded by this institution.

The aeademic building is a fine brickl structure of seven
rooans and a hall.

Tlhis institution is fairly well supplied with apparatus in
ihe Department of Chemistry and Physics. There is nr
library, except about 200 books bearing on subjects sltudlled.

THE FLORIDA AGRICTULTUIRAL COTLEGE, TAK F.

CITY. ;;
We found at Lake City a campus of four acres of

land sodded to Bermuda and St. A.ugulstine gmsses, and oc a-U'
pied by the main college building, two barracks buildins, a.
chemical and physical laboratory, a mechanical hi:6flding, a'
preparatory or tub-freshhinan class building, with a barn -fo ' 

preartoyAr-A-r,. kanfP
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the college horse, a cannon house of modest prdportions, aad
;a laundry building.

The main building is a three-tory, brick veneered structure,
with lower story divided into class rooms as follovws: PhiiEo-
phy,. political economy and ancient languages; mathematics,'
mechanic drawing and arclhitectllral designs, English and is- -
tory, and a room used for a section of the preparatory depart-
ment (being thus employed on account of the inadequate size
,of the preparatory building proper). The colle.ge library is
also upon this floor with its equipment of about 5,O90 voaliumes,
carefully selected standard works of history, fictionl, poety,
philosophy, designs, records, etc. There is also a smivall ladies
reception or sitting room, and the office of the superilntendent
,f mess hall and grounds and buildings on this floor. The sec-

ond story is mainly a large and commodious lhaol, w.hichJ, to-
gether with the offices of the Commandant of Cadrlols and tie
-officer of the davy, form the entire story. In the third story is
the college museum, tihe biographical and entomolftogical etlip-
ment, the class rooms of botany, entomology, zoology and geol-
vogy, with laboratories for the work. This department has an
equipment of which the State should be proud, for it gives
every facility to the student.

Two buildings form the barracks for the military depart
ment of the school, one, a wooden building constructed same
fifteen years ago, and a brick veneered building coustlntedW
-some two or three years later. These barracks will ac:comno-
date only 110 cadets comfortably under the present ar-ange-
ment, necessity having compelled the eastern cfront portion of 
the brick barracks to be given up for class roonas for a hlbiA
ness department. We find these buildings needing new roofs
and the wooden building, for its safety from hre, requires the
terra cotta flues to he replaced by brick chimney flues, and.
much of the plastering of both barracks needs to be substsn
tially placed on account of the bad worknanuship in the eon-
struction of the building. The authorities keep it repaired, bit
it can be but an imperfect repair where the body of the plaster-
ing is not properly keyed.

We found the barracks neatly kept, method and military
discipline setting its mark upon each and every room. Eanh
room has one iron bedstead with an upper and lowver bed, of
excellent wire spring mattress, a table, two chaixs, a washstand1
a bowl and pitcher, a slop bucket, a wardrobe, a mirror, combs,
brushes, towels, etc.

The large dining hall and kitchen is on the first floor (if thif
tbrick barracks building, is well equipped and kept in a nea
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7Iitylde. There is neeled, however, in this clepa.ruitll t ' ticge
..refrigerator for the preservation of fresh meats, etc., and a
',large warnling oven. The acquisition of these will be economy.

* anier of the bookkeeping in all departments. All itemis of
hitcipts viid expenditures were properly accounted for in it
kusitiess like manner and proper vouchers kept on file.

As the Experiment Station is closely allied to the college,
*we visited it also. The Director and his assistants seem to he-
*ltoroughly competent and are conducting xuany interesting
and useful expieriments relating to the farming industries of
Ylrorida. We saw some fine breeds of hogs and cattle and some-
excellent field crops. The Director thinks an extensive cultiva-
t lion of cassava and the velvet bean will he of inestimable value
