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Irstitute buildings situated upon 1314 acres of land in the
- suburbs of Bartow. Of this, 214 acres have been nicely

. drll grounds.  The main building is a two-story pine build-
- ing, unpainted and prescnting an unattractive exterior. This

+- building has 3% rooms, of which 16 are used for harracks,

“ the balance for recitation and other purposes. The inte-

rior of these rooms present a shabby appearance, being partly
- papered, the papering worn and torn, the furmshing of the
- rooms exceedingly scanty, consisting of, in the barracke, {hree

~ cots, one pine table and a few toilet articles. 'The recita-
* tiun rooms are furnished with plain plank lLenches. There
_1s 4 smaller pine building used for cook and eating rooms and

a chemical laboratory scantily furnighed.

We think the discipline of the school good and judging Ly
recitations heard, think the seholars haw received good lite-
YOrY instructions . We witnessed drill exevcises after schoot
hours and found this feature of the school sxcailent. 1f ihe
appropriation to this school is continued, we recormmend:

1st. That the State acquire the bmldmcs and grounds and
furnish the bnildings with the pecesravy furaiture for the
comfort of the students, and the necessary quipmenis for a
first-ciass school.

2nd. That a stated salary he paid the teachers and a sveci-

fied amount allowed for maintenance of students, as we think

it a vicious system, that allows the teachers whatevar amount
can be saved from the appropriations after paying the expenses
of the students.

The system of keeping account of the receipts and wishurse-
ments at this college is very unsatisfactory.

EAST FLORIDA SEMINARY, GAINESVILLE.

We found the buildings of this institution sitwated upon
about two and a balf acres of ground near the center of the
city and nicely located. The grounds are levelled and covered
with Bermuda grass and preaent an attractive apwearance.
The barracks is an oblong, two-story building ennloqmu a small

plat of ground and with wide verandas running all around

ihe building, making a pleasant home for studenis. This build-
ing contains ¥2 rooms, hesides two large rooms used for gym-
nasiums and mess hall. Everything about the building indi
cites neatness and cleanliness, and the rooms occupied are
plainly but comfortably furnished. We regret to find so few

‘boarding students availing themselves of the advantages af-

forded by this institution.

The academie bhuwilding is a fine brick structura of seven
rooms and a hall.

Chis institution is fairly well supplied with apparaius in
the Department of Chemistry and Physics. ''here is ne
Iibrary, except about 200 books bearing on subjects studed.

Owing to the death of the late President, anl to the man-
ner in which the hooks are kept, we could not gt an altogether-
wausiactory statement of the receipts and disbursements of the:
Seminary. While the Seminary is an excellent educational in-
stitution, yet we find from the attendance that it is almost
an entirely local school.

$115.50 to $132 per school year.

THE FLORIDA AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE, LAKE
CITY.

We found at Iiake City a campus of four acres of
land sodded to Bermuda and St. Aungustine grasses, and occa-
pied by the main college building, two barracks bhuildings, a
chemical and physical laboratory, a mechanical building, a
preparatory or sub-freshman class building, with a barn for
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ihe college horse, a cannon house of modest proporiions, aad
- laundry building.

The main building is a three-tory, brick veneered structure,

with lower story divided into class rooms as follows: Philso-
phy, political economy and ancient languages; mathematics;
mechanic drawing and architectural designs, English and his-
tory, and a room used for a section of the preparatory depart-
ment (being thus employed on account of the inadequate size
-of the preparatory building proper). The collese library is
:also upon this floor with its equipment of about 5,000 volumes,
-carefully selected standard works of history, fiction, poety,
philosophy, designs, records, ete. There is also a small ladies’
Teception or sitting room, and the office of the superintendent

of mess hall and grounds and buildings on this floor. The sec-
-ond story is mainly a large and commodious vhaoel, whicl, te-

gether with the offices of the Commandant of Cadets and tae
-officer of the day, form the entire story. In the third story 1s

‘the college museum, the biographical and entomoiogical equip--

ment, the class rooms of hotany, entomology, zoology and geol-
-ogy, with laboratories for the work. This department has an
equipment of which the State should be proud, for it gives
-every facility to the student.

Two buildings form the barracks for the military depart:
ment of the school, one, a wooden building constructad zome
fifteen years ago, and a brick veneered building counstiveted
-some two or three years later, These barracks will aceomme-

date only 110 cadets comfortably under the present arrange--
ment, necessity having compelled the eastern {eont portion of

‘the brick barracks to be given up for class rooms for a busi
ness department. We find these buildings needing new roofs
and the wooden building, for its safety from fire, requires the
terra cotta flues to be replaced by brick chimuey flues, and
much of the plastering of both barracks needs to be substan:
tially placed on account of the bad workmanship in the con-
struction of the building. The authorities keep it repaired, but
it can be but an imperfect repair where the body of the plaster-
ing is not properly keyed. :
We found the barracks neatly kept, method and military
discipline setting its mark upon each and evary room. Each
Toom has one iron bedstead with an upper and lower Led, of
excellent wire spring mattress, a table, two chaivs, a waghstand;
