We, your committee,-have vmtoed said school and found’

that the buildings on the premises were in good condi-
tion; we also found six hundred acres of land, the proy-
erty of the State, used for the benefit of said school, and
two brick buildings situated thereon; and for the benefit
of the sclweol, we found five mules and all the necessery
lmphements for cultivating the land.

We regret to say, thant the present management of the-

school does not come up to your committee’s expeetation,
of what is right and negessary for the government of an

institution of thig kind, or what the law requires in the-

management of said school. the inmates of said scheol
numpber forty-four (44); five white boys, ihe otherx cel.
ored, two being females. We found them in irons, jnst as

common criminals, which in the judgment of your
comimittee, s not the meaning of a “State Reform:

Bchool, as defined by the law creating said school, and
should not be so construed by those in authoritv of maid’

Reform: School. We have no hesitancy in saying, under

its present management it is nothing more nor less than a
prison, where juvenile prisoners are confined.
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We also found that the business methods of said school
‘were worse than bad. The Superintendent of said schoo!
kept no vecords or books showing entries or memora.ndpm
‘of any purchases for suplies, or for anything connecte
with said school. He, the Superintendet, told your com-
nittee that he kept no books, but referred us to the Treas-
urer of said school for such information as your commit-

' tee desired.

Upon said findings, as aforesaid, your committee re-
spectfully vecommend that he, (the Superintendent of -
said school) hereafter be required to keep a correct and
uniform systeny of books for said schocl, showing an ae-
count of all itemis of expense in defraying the expenses
of said school, and all accounts of whatever nature con-
cerning snid school shall be correvtly kept by said Super-
intendent, in a business manner. _

Ve farther recommend ‘that the white and black in-
mates be separated, as they are now eating in the same
dining roow, and kept together in the same inelosure in
the day time. We recommiend that this be discont’rued
at once, as the law does not authorize, but requires that
the whites angd hlacks be sevavate?,

We further recommend that the Superintendent of this
gchonl, or theee in antherity, be vequived before purchas
ing any suppliss for said school, to advertise by posting in
three public niaces, or in one newspaper published in the
county of which gaid eclicol ¢ gituated, sufficienst noiice

f their desive to purchas. ~upmlies for said seho:fl and
that he or they wiil veceive bida for gai? supplies and
he or them will be reguived to purehase from the lwest
Bidder, bat in all caves e o il accept  oniy the
bids of those who have ofersd the lowest and fairest hids,

i and to the intevest of the Htate.

We forther recommend that the Sinte Aunditor be re
quired to visit.sald schosl at lenst once overs year and
te go ovor and cheek un the beeks and acconuis Lkept by
the Sunerintendent angd other officers of said whool, and
report the satie.in Lis anaval renort made to the Gover-
nor of the Htate, and 1o the Legisiature of the State of

We further recommend that the inmates of said school
be more humanely treated, and that the Superintendent
be vequired to remove the shackles from the inmates of
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said school, and some other less cruel method be pro-
vided for Leepmg them within the confines of said institu-
tion.
