provided by the statute

' This ¢hange is, ‘in my oplmon unnecessary. It is to

be presumed that the inspectors will make the inspection °

required at-the earliest practicable date after receipt of
the notice required to be given, but if the inspection can-
‘not be made within the time prescribed the product may

be sold or shipped out of the State without being in-.

spected. If the time given is so short that 1nspect10n
cannot, with the force available, be made, the result will
be that the product will be put on the market without
inspection to the detriment of the industry.

This being true, it is best, I think, that the statute be
left as it is, and I am, therefore, constralned to with-
liold my approval from the bill.: :
