Qur State Road Department has been in existence since
1915, and like all such laws and new departments ereated
by the Legislature, have proven to be very expensive ex-
periments, and the Road Department has been especially
so as I see it, as the roads built or constructed have cost
the tax payers entirely too much, and this conclusion is
based on the investigation reeently made and published
in the Journal of the House. o -

The Counties of Lake, Orange, Brevard, Dade, Polk,
Hillshorough, Pinellas and Palm. Beach all now have a
good system of roads built by the respective counties.
Had they waited for the construction of their roads by

the State Department they would not today have any -

roads worth while, and the roads in the counties men-
tioned have been built at less cost than if built by the
State Road Department, if built the same width and the
same material used in construction as was used.

Besides this, every county in the State has a number of
miles of good roads, nearly all of which have been built by
the counties. . _ .

1 pelieve all Boards handling the people’s money should

T
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be held responsible for the economical and efficient hand-

ling of the mouney. or be removed at once for dishonesty or

inefticiency, as the business men require adequate returns
from their employees in the way of results.

My conception of all State laws is, that they should be
just and equitable, and as nearly as possible beneficial
alike to every citizen of our State and fo every part of the
State; and, if we prosper permanently, the people of the
State must be treated justly by our law making body and
the State. .
