An Act to authorize the Board of Public Instruction of

county ; and to make provision for a sinking fund for the
retirement of said bonds and the interest to become due
thereon; to regulate the expenditure of the sum derived
from the sale of said bonds and to provide for the valida-
tion of said bonds and to provide for a referendum elee-
tion thereon.

An Act to protect and regulate the salt water fishing in-
dustry in Taylor County, Florida. '

Also—

(House Bill No. 621) :

An Act creating and incorporating a Special Taxing Dis-
triet to be known as St. Liucie County Sanitary Distriet in
St. Lucie County, Florida; providing for the government
and the administration of said distriet; naming the first
board of said commissioners and providing for the election
of their successors; and generally providing for the crea-
tion, organization and administration of a Special Taxing
Gistriet for the purpose of eliminating mosquitoes in said
distriet.
