INTRODUCTION OF RESOLUTIONS AND CONSIDERATION
OF SENATE RESOLUTIONS

WHEREAS the 1945 Legislature made appropriation and set
up a ten-year building program for state buildings, institutional
and governmental.

AND WHEREAS the same Legislature created what is now
known as the Floridag Improvement Commission for the pur-
poses described in its creative legislation, and also separate
and apart from specific appropriations for said building pro-
gram created a building fund to be used under the partial
direction and control of said Florida Improvement Commission
for a building program on behalf of said state;

AND WHEREAS, it was the intention of the Senate in con-
curring in said legislation that the Legislature retain control
of the aforesaid program, to the end that the same may be
expanded, changed or restricted, as changing needs, resources
and conditions of the State may cause it to appear wise and
prudent so to do, at successive sessions of the Legislature;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE
STATE OF FLORIDA: :

That the Governor and the members of the Cabinet com-
posing the Board of Commissioners of State Institutions, and
the State Budget Board, and the members of the Florida
Improvement Commission, be, and they are hereby requested
to refrain from originating any new construction, entering
into any contracts, or otherwise committing the State of
Florida to any expenditures for which it is not already obli-
gated, under the program and legislation hereinbefore men-
tioned, for a-period of five weeks from the date of the adoption
of this resolution, in order that the Legislature may review
said program and acquaint its members with the progress
that has been made on said program, and to determine whether
additional legislation on the subject is necessary or desirable.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT A COPY OF THIS
resolution be entered in the journal of the Senate, and a copy
be sent to the Governor and each of the members of the

aforesaid boards and commissions.
