SJR 5-4X(67)—A joint resolution proposing an amendment
to section 11 of Article VIII of the state constitution; au-
thorizing metropolitan Dade county to exercise powers of a
municipality and to receive moneys to which municipalities
are entitled.

Was read the first time in full and referred to the Com-
mittee on Rules and Calendar.

By the required Constitutional two-thirds vote of the Senate
the following resolution was admitted for introduction and con-
sideration:

By Senators Stockton and Mathews—

SR 6-4X(67)—A resolution expressing sympathy and sor-
row over the passing of Hodson Drew.

By Senators de la Parte, Knopke, McClain and Ott—

SCR 8-4X(67)—A concurrent resolution commending the
members and coaches of the West Tampa Little League All-
Stars for winning the Southern Regional Little League title.

WHEREAS, Little League baseball contributes to the well-
rounded growth of Florida’s youth, and

WHEREAS, the West Tampa Little League All-Stars, play-
ing with determination, have won eleven games, and

WHEREAS, by defeating St. Albans, West Virginia, 3-0,
the West Tampa Little League All-Stars won the Southern Re-
gional Little League title, and,

WHEREAS, the West Tampa Little League All-Stars is the
first club in Tampa Little League history to compete in the
Little League World Series, and

WHEREAS, the West Tampa Little League team is the
first in thirteen years from Florida to win the title, and

WHEREAS, the West Tampa Little League team will repre-
sent 250,000 southern Little Leaguers at the Little League
World Series, and

WHEREAS, the All-Stars will play their first game in the
Little League World Series in Williamsport, Pennsylvania on
Tuesday, August 22, 1967, and

WHEREAS, Frank Rodriguez, Coach, Danny Bazarte, Tony
Ciccarello, George Mayor, Carlos Garcia, Joey Garcia, Ray
Moore, Eddie Gamunas, Paul Parrinno, Reynaldo Toiles, Danny
Vasquez, Louis Reyes, Robert Saunders, Angel Lopez and
Ricky Pierola are the members of the West Tampa Little Lea-
gue All-Stars, NOW, THEREFORE,

Be It Resolved by the Senate of the State of Florida, the House
of Representatives concurring:

That the members of the West Tampa Little League All-
Stars, having brought honor and recognition to the City of
Tampa and to the State of Florida are hereby commended for
their determination and sportsmanship in winning the South-
ern Regional Little League title and are wished the best of
luck in the Little League World Series.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolu-
tion signed by the President and Secretary of the Senate, and

the great seal of the State of Florida attached, be presented
to each member of the team.

_Amendment 248—Article VIII, Section 4, on page 48, be-
ginning at line 7, strike all section 4 and insert in lieu thereof
the following:

Section 4. [ESTATE, INHERITANCE AND] INCOME
TAXES.—No tax [upon estates or inheritances or] upon the
income of residents or citizens of the state shall be levied by
the state, or under its authority, in excess of the aggregate
of amounts which may be allowed to be credited upon or de-
ducted from any similar tax levied by the United States.

Senators Sayler and de la Parte offered the following sub-
i‘tijiu(tie amendment which was moved by Senator Sayler and
ailed:

Strike present Section 4 and insert in lieu thereof the fol-
lowing:

Section 4. ESTATE, INHERITANCE AND INCOME
TAXES.—No tax upon estates or inheritances [or upon the
income] of residents or citizens of the state shall be levied
by the state, or under its authority, in excess of the aggregate
of amounts which may be allowed to be credited upon or de-
ducted from any similar tax levied by the United States. No
tax upon the income of residents or citizens shall be levied
by the state, “except that the legislature may provide for a

tax upon the income of business entities of up to three per.

cent of income as defined by law.”

Senator Cross offered the following amendment to the amend-
ment which failed:

Article VIII, Section 4, Paragraph 2, on page 48, strike
lines 11, 12, 13, and 14 and insert: authority, except that the
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legislature may levy a tax not to exceed 2% on that income
in excess of $10,000 for the purpose of education.

Senators Cross and Fincher offered the following substitute
amendment which was moved by Senator Cross: .

Article VIII, Section 4, Paragraph 2, on page 48, beginning
at line 7, strike Section 4 and renumber remaining sections.

Senators de la Parte and Sayler offered the following amend-
ment to the substitute amendment which was moved by Senator
de la Parte and failed:

Strike section 4 and insert in lieu thereof:

Section 4. Estate, inheritance and income taxes.—No tax
upon estates or inheritances or upon the income of residents
or citizens of the state in excess of 5% shall be levied by the
state, or under its authority, in excess of the aggregate of
amounts which may be allowed to be credited upon or de-
ducted from any similar tax levied by the United States ex-
cept for free public school purposes.

The hour of recess having arrived, a point of order was
called and the Committee of the Whole recessed at 12 noon.

(a) By general law of uniform operation, property may
be classified for the purpose of ad valorem taxation on the
basis of character or use. The legislature shall provide for a
uniform and equal rate of taxation, and preseribe such regu-
lations as shall effect a uniform valuation of all property
within each classification.

Amendment 259—Article VIII, Section 2, Subsection (a),
on page 47, beginning at line 14, strike present subsection (a)
and insert in lieu thereof the following substantial rewording:
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(a) The legislature shall provide for a uniform and equal
rate of taxation and shall prescribe such regulations as shall
secure a just valuation of all property, both real and personal.

The
real estate may be held by legal or equitable title, by the en-
tireties, jointly, in common, or indirectly by stock ownership
in a corporation owning a fee or a leasehold initially in excess
of ninety-eight years.

Senators Bell and Lane offered the following amendment
which was moved by Senator Bell and failed:

Amendment 241—Article VIII, Section 6, Subsection (a),
on page 48, beginning at line 26, strike present subsection
(a) and insert in lieu thereof the following:

Section 6. HOMESTEAD EXEMPTIONS. —

(a) Real estate, or any legal or equitable interest therein,
maintained as a bona fide permanent home for the owner or
another legally or naturally dependent upon him, shall be ex-
empt from taxation, except assessments for special benefits, to
the extent of the five thousand dollars over and above the first
two thousand dollars of assessed value. The real estate may be
held by legal or equitable title, by the entireties, jointly, in
common, or indirectly by stock ownership in a corporation
owning a fee or a leasehold initially in excess of ninety-eight
years.

Senators de la Parte, Chiles, Pope and Thomas offered the
following amendment which was moved by Senator Chiles:

Amendment 4—Article VIII, Section 6, Subsection (a), on
page 48, beginning at line 27, strike Section 6, Subsection (a)
of Article VIII and insert the following:

(a) Real estate, or any legal or equitable interest therein,
maintained as a bona fide permanent home for the owner or
another legally or naturally dependent wupon him, shall
be exempt from taxation, except assessments for spe-
cial benefits, to the extent of five thousand dollars of
assessed value. Real estate maintained as a bona fide permanent
home for an owner who has been a resident of the state for
at least five years and is either aged sixty-five or over or
totally disabled, as defined by law, shall be exempt from taxa-
tion, except assessments for special benefits, to the extent of
ten thousand dollars of assessed value. The real estate may
be held by legal or equitable title, by the entireties, jointly,
in common, or indirectly by stock ownership in a corporation
owning a fee or a leasehold initially in excess of ninety-eight
years,
