CONCURRENT RESOLUTION ON SECOND READING

SCR 840—A concurrent resolution recognizing through an
appropriate and official means, the contributions made by land-
owners in allowing public use of their private lands for hunting,
fishing, boating, camping, hiking, picnicking, and other outdoor
recreational activities.

Be It Resolved by the Senate of the State of Florida, the House
of Representatives Concurring:

That the use and enjoyment of Florida’s forests, waters, and
wetlands has been an historic heritage and major attraction of
the state’s past, and remains its joy, pride and responsibility
today. In recent years, the challenge to preserve natural areas
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and to continue to provide attractive outdoor recreation for a
growing resident population and for millions of visitors who
come to Florida annually has taken on new dimensions; like-
wise it has brought about problems not visualized by even the
most farsighted leaders of tﬁe past.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that commendable notice is
taken of Florida’s state park program, the Game and Fresh
Water Fish Commission’s fishing and hunting programs on lands
in public ownership, the progressive multiple use programs of
the Florida and United States Forest Services, the swift imple-
mentation and use of land and water conservation funds by the
Outdoor Recreational Development Council, the huge invest-
ment in outdoor recreational facilities by private enterprise, and
actions by other federal, state, and local governmental bodies to
provide widespread and varied recreational opportunities. These
are important components of the recreational panorama and
provide significant opportunities for outdoor pleasure by the
people of the state.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that even the aforementioned
programs are inadequate and that a most notable and valuable
contribution to outdoor recreational opportunities has been the
willingness of individual and corporate members of the forest
products industry, cattle growers, and other landowners, to
share their forests, waters, and wetlands for public use. The
bulk of the hunting and fishing opportunities now available in
the state is provided by such landowners, whether the lands
shared are open to public use through leasing arrangements and
management by state agencies, or by direct personal or corpo-
rate generosity.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that since outdoor recreation
contributes greatly to the security, enjoyment, and well-being
of Florida's citizens and its visitors and provides collective
strength to the state’s economy, it is fitting to officially recog-
nize, laud, and thank private and corporate landowners for
making their lands and waters available for public use. It is
fitting also to urge upon the people of Florida the adoption of
proper attitudes and behavior to protect and insure the con-
tinued usage of these lands, free from vandalism and thought-
less actions injurious to the owners.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a suitably engrossed copy
of this resolution shall be furnished on request to each of the
landowners who are parties to leasing arrangements and manage-
ment of their lands for public use by agencies of the state.

to the ways and means of improving living conditions of season-
al workers;
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(b) Cooperate with the department of health and rehabil-
itative services in establishing minimum standards of preventive
and curative health, providing inspectional services to encourage
minimum standards of housing and sanitation in migrant labor
camps, and making surveys to determine the adequacy of pre-
ventive and curative health services available to occupants of
migrant labor camps. The division shall arrange, through the
department of health and rehabilitative services, for the pro-
vision of such supplementary services to the extent of available
appropriations. Such services may be provided through the use
of one (1) or more traveling dispensaries or by contract with
physicians, dentists, hospitals, or clinics, or in such manner as
may be recommended by the state board of health. Further, it
shall be the duty of the division to provide coordination for the
enforcement of Sections 381.422 through 381.482, Florida
Statutes;

(¢) Cooperate with the other departments of government in
providing for enforcement of all applicable labor laws, including
but not limited to, those relating to private employment agen-
cies, child labor, wage payments, wage claims, and crew leaders;

(d) Cooperate with the department of education to provide
educational facilities for the children of migrant laborers;

(e) Cooperate with the department of highway safety and
motor vehicles to establish minimum standards for the trans-
porting of migrant laborers and to provide for the enforcement
of Sections 317.9932 through 317.9934, Florida Statutes;

(f) Cooperate with the department of agriculture to conduct
an education program for employers of migrant laborers per-
taining to the standards, methods, and objectives of the divi-
sion;

(g) Cooperate with the department of health and rehabil-
itative services in coordinating all public assistance programs as
they may apply to migrant laborers;

(h) Coordinate all federal, state, and local programs pertain-
ing to migrant laborers.

Members of the commission shall
serve without compensation, but shall be reimbursed for ex-
penses incurred while engaged in the business of the com-
n}ifssion as provided in Chapter 112, Florida Statutes, for state
officers.

(4) The commission is authorized to appoint and fix the
compensation of such personnel as it deems advisable to carry
out the duties imposed on the commission by this act. The
commission may engage special experts or consultants, from
within and without the state, to make studies and recommenda-
tions or to advise the commission in any manner it directs.

(5) The commission is charged with the responsibility of
surveying the organization and methods of operation of all
departments, bureaus, and agencies of the executive branch of
state government and with formulating recommendations for
changes which will:
