IN MEMORIAM

JOHN MALONEY SPOTTSWOOD

A FORMER MEMBER OF THE FLORIDA SENATE-who was born in Key West, Florida, on June 17, 1920, edu-
cated in the Monroe County public schools, and was graduated from Riverside Military Academy. At the outbreak of
World War II Mr. Spottswood entered the United States Army as a lieutenant and became a captain within 2 years.
When the war was over, he returned to his hometown to build the first radio broadcasting station in Key West and was
its president and general manager from its inception. During the Cuban Crisis this station, WKWF, received recogni-
tion from the United States Government "For Service of Special Merit." He was sheriff of Monroe County from 1952
to 1963, during which time he was instrumental in abolishing the fee system for sheriffs, in establishing a budget, re-
tirement and qualification system for the sheriffs of this state and in the establishment of the Florida Sheriffs' Bureau
and the Florida Sheriffs' Boys Ranch. Sheriff Spottswood served as president of the Florida Sheriffs' Association,
Chairman of the Board of Directors, Chairman of the Legislative Committee, first Chairman of the Board of Trustees
of the Florida Sheriffs' Boys Ranch, and as a member of the Administrative Board of the Florida Sheriffs' Bureau. Mr.
Spottswood exerted great influence upon the State of Florida, while serving as Senator in the Florida Senate from the 41st
District, from 1963 to 1967, during which time he served on all the major committees of the Senate. Always keenly aware
of the needs of the people of his community, he was successful in bringing to Monroe County its own Florida Keys Com-
munity College, in establishing a Road Study Commission and a Highway Authority to plan the 4-laning of U.S. 1, the
Overseas Highway, in Monroe County, and in introducing physical fitness programs in schools of Florida. Mr. Spottswood
was a member and active participant of innumerable organizations which benefitted the people of his community and of this
state. He brought to his public endeavors that same degree of business acumen that he exhibited in the conduct of his private
enterprises, and the citizens and the State of Florida are indebted to John Maloney Spottswood for his efforts and feel
his loss with great sorrow.
