MESSAGES FROM THE GOVERNOR AND OTHER EXECU-
TIVE COMMUNICATIONS

The Governor advised that he had transmitted to the office
of the Secretary of State the following acts which he approved
May 10: Senate Bills 34, 66, 141 and 503.

EXECUTIVE ORDER NUMBER 80-43
(SUSPENSION)

WHEREAS, JOHN D. BROWNING, is presently serving as a
City Commissioner for the City of Fort Pierce, Florida, and

WHEREAS, on April 17, 1980 an indictment was returned
by the Grand Jury of the United States District Court for the
Southern District of Florida, charging the said JOHN D.
BROWNING with six counts of prescribing a controlled sub-
stance pursuant to a prescription not within the course of pro-
fessional practice, in violation of 21 U.S.C. §841(a)(1), and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that it is in the best
interest of the State of Florida that JOHN D. BROWNING be
suspended from the public office which he now holds, upon
the constitutional grounds hereinafter set forth;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, BOB GRAHAM, as Governor, pur-
suant to the Constitution and Laws of Florida, do hereby find,
determine and allege as follows:

A. On April 17, 1980, the Grand Jury of the United States
District Court for the Southern District of Florida, returned
an indictment which is filed in that court, a copy of which is
attached and incorporated by reference herein, charging JOHN
D. BROWNING with violations of the criminal laws of the
United States as previously enumerated.

B. This is an “indictment for crime” as used in Article IV,
Section 7, Florida Constitution (1968).

C. The indictment was returned, and the violations alleged
therein occurred, during the present term of office of JOHN
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D. BROWNING as an “elected municipal officer” within the
meaning of Article IV, Section 7, Florida Constitution (1968),
to-wit: City Commissioner, City of Fort Pierce, Florida.

D. The interest of the residents of the City of Fort Pierce,
Florida, and the citizens of the State of Florida can best be
served by the immediate suspension of JOHN D. BROWNING
from the public office which he now holds.

BEING FULLY ADVISED IN THE PREMISES, and in ac-
cordance with the Constitution and Laws of the State of Flor-
ida, the following Executive Crder is hereby promulgated
effective immediately:

1. JOHN D. BROWNING is hereby suspended from the pub-
lic office which he now holds, to-wit: City Commissioner, City
of Fort Pierce, Florida.

2. That JOHN D. BROWNINMG is hereby prohibited from
performing any official act, duty or function of public office,
from receiving any pay or allowances, and from being entitled
to any of the emoluments or privileges of public office during
the period of this suspension, which period shall be from the
effective date hereof, until further Executive Order, or as
otherwise provided by law.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOQF, I have
hereunto set my hand and caused the
Great Seal of the State of Florida to
be affizxed at Tallahassee, the Capitol,
this 8 day of May, 1980.
