SR 1313—A resolution commending Dr. Walter L. Smith’s notewor-
thy achievements as President of Florida Agricultural and Mechanical
University.

WHEREAS, Dr. Walter L. Smith has since 1977 been an outstanding
president of Florida Agricultural and Mechanical University, and

WHEREAS, Dr. Smith’s administration has produced major expansion
of academic programs, including the establishment of four new schools
and colleges, the accreditation of new schools and colleges and the reac-
creditation of existing ones, the initiation of new graduate programs
including a doctorate in pharmacy, the designation of Centers of Excel-
lence, and an intense involvement in international programs, and

WHEREAS, during his tenure, student performance has improved
greatly on such examinations as those given by the Board of Pharmacy
and the Board of Nursing, and

WHEREAS, he has enhanced the scholarly image of the university by
encouraging faculty publications and by undertaking his own research
and publication, and

WHEREAS, he has successfully championed fundraising efforts that
have produced more than $15 million in revenue and has initiated a Cen-
tennial Celebration Campaign intended to culminate in 1987 with $10
million in contributions, and

WHEREAS, the $34 million for construction projects that took place
during Dr. Smith’s tenure include a $5 million renovation and expansion
of Bragg Stadium, a $3.2 million building for nursing and allied sciences,
a $3.2 million renovation of Gibbs Hall Dormitory, approximately $3 mil-
lion for new physical education facilities, $1 million for the University
Commons and the Post Office, and $500,000 for a greenhouse for agricul-
tural sciences, and

WHEREAS, Dr. Smith has improved university business management
by instituting a comprehensive management system and a planning and
evaluation system, with the result that audit criticisms have been mini-
mized, and

WHEREAS, the long-acclaimed athletic activities at FAMU have con-
tinued in Dr. Smith’s administration, and improved opportunities and
facilities have been extended to women athletes, as well as to men, and

WHEREAS, he has also pursued activities that have given the general
public a positive awareness of the university, by chairing the current
State Advisory Committee on the Education of Blacks in Florida; by
involving himself in many international programs as a consultant in edu-
cation, from kindergarten to postgraduate levels, and by serving as a
member and chairman of the Florida Judicial Nominating Commission,
and

WHEREAS, Dr. Smith has shown strength in leadership, in planning
ability, and in scholarship and has prompted vast improvements in the
academic merits, the athletic achievements, and the physical plant at
FAMU, NOW, THEREFORE,

Be It Resolved by the Senate of the State of Florida:

That the Senate commends Dr. Walter L. Smith, who for eight years
has been a visionary leader and President of Florida Agricultural and
Mechanical University, and wishes Dr. Smith well in his future endeav-
ors.
