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Joint Resolution, Concurrent Resolution or Memorial originated
the same shall then be presented to the corresponding officers
of the other House for signature.

PRESENTATION TO GOVERNOR
Rule 94. After a Senate Bill, Joint Resolution, Concurrent

Resolution or Memorial shall have been thus enrolled and
signed by the officers of each House to show the House in
which the same originated and the dates on which it passed
the respective Houses, the same shall be transmitted to the
Governor by the Secretary of the Senate.

Upon delivery of a Senate Bill, Joint Resolution, Concurrent
Resolution or Memorial to the Governor by the Secretary the
fact and date of delivery thereof shall be reported to both
Houses which report shall be entered upon the Journal of each
House.

Rule 95. The form of report to be made by the Secretary
of the Senate as required by Rule 92 shall be as follows:
