Supervisor of Elections function is greatly complicated by the County’s 
configuration. 

2. This also points to expenses incurred by the candidate to adequately 
reach their constituency. While running for election is basically an 
expensive procedure, it is compounded unnecessarily with meandering 
districts. 

3. Most importantl y. from the League’s point of view, is the confusion these 
District’s cause the Voter. Many people don’t even know their 
Representative because that Representative is living in a County 
unrelated to their community’s needs. 

All of you are very busy . . .and everyone’s energy is spread out in order to 
make a living, first and foremost! Therefore, not many Voters have the 
ability to concentrate time and energy toward assurances of proper

I’m very sorry that I am unable to attend this meeting in person, as 

the redistricting discussions are very significant and very important to me. 
If you are hearing this, then you have been kind enough to allow my letter to 
be read, and my concerns to be expressed. For that, I thank you, 

For instance, after one redistricting effort in Florida, the State 
Senate district for Vero Beach ran all the way to the west coast and to the 
Naples-Fort Myers area. Today, a tentacle from Martin County’s State Senate 
district snakes all the way up Vero Beach and swallows our beaches. Why? To 

assure a super-safe senate seat. As an Indian River county resident, I have 
a lot more interest in the affairs of mainland Vero, Wabasso, Gifford, 
Sebastian, and Fellsmere than in what goes on in Port Salerno. 

And do we really need that little trail through Fellsmere along the 
road to Wabasso that conveniently removes all those African-American 
Democrats and ties them to Orange County? Such gerrymandering in 1990 
created a “safe” House District #80 in the coastal counties, while 
sacrificing the African-American communities in Fellsmere and Wabasso to the 
more populous Orange and Brevard Counties. The legislators representing this 
tentacle of District #32 is likely to have very little interest in the 
problems of a few folks from Fellsmere. 

It would make far more sense if our Congressional District 
was made up of the three counties that make up the Treasure Coast. That

There are several reasons 1 believe lhc district lines for Indian River County. which is in District 15. should remain 
unchanged. 

Ten years ago, after the last census, the lines were redrawn and we went through many and some difficult 
adjustmems. While those lines were drawn under the leadership of a governcr who was a Democrat and we have 
worked hard to function well within them. We have forged well working relationships with our neighboring 
counties that we would like to see continue. We have an U.S. Representative who is up to date and very 
sympathetic to the issues of concern to Indian River County. and who works hard and is very effective on our 
behalf. 

The counties to the south have some major problems that we do not share. While not intending to cast aspersions,

overridden by those to the south. 

There has also been a suggestion that we be combined with the counties IO the south because we share a common 
television news market. I suppose this would be convient from the standpoint of maximizing a political candidate’s 
campaign funds for advertising. However. following the logic of this approach - we essentially put the redistricting 
of our great state into the hands of the television networks and the FCC which approves their markets. Not a good

Dear Mr. Reuter: 

As residents and registered voters of Indian River County, we are concerned with how the 
Legislature is going to structure the redistricting. Please make our concerns known to the 
Florida Legislature. 

The way our Congressional District is made up now reeks of political maneuvering, little 
fingers going here and there to pluck out the best or “safe” Districts. Now we do not live 
in Fellsmere or Wabasso but we feel that these communities are not being represented (if 
at all) as well as they should be. 

It only makes sense that Indian River County being grouped with other Treasure Coast 
Counties like Martin and St. Lucie counties to the south, rather than Brevard to the north, 
would give us a fairer hearing on shared issues. We all have small, lower-density towns 
and cities, we want to protect the Indian River and other water sources, we share citrus 
industry concerns, and have a large elder population creating health and medical concerns. 

We have two questions -- Will written and verbal testimony heard at this hearing today 
be debated publicly by the committee, with more input from the public? Once the district 
maps have been drawn with the proposals, will we be able to express concerns before they 
are final?

Sen. Webster; Representative Byrd; Members. Thank you for providing the opportunity and the 
information for us to participate in the redistricting process. 

1 At the end of this process I hope you will give special recognition and thanks to the staff members 
of the redistricting office. Their help with the FEDS software and the information they have 
provided is truly exceptional. And with the number of us asking for support at this point, their 
efforts are well beyond the call of duty. 

The only process comment I would like to make is that FREDS is not intuitive for most of us, and 
perhaps you can still have a power point or video demonstration of how the program features work 
available on the web site. 

2 As I have reviewed the comments to date there seem to be 4 central points common to all plans: 
Compactness; Communities of Interest; Minority Protection re: Court orders; and “Fairness”. 
There are 2 central problems. 1” the population must be equally divided and 2”d the universal 
agreement to the definition of the 4 points above. Given the diversity of Florida I do not think 
universal agreement is achievable. 

3 Having said that I would like to present a case for St. Lucie County. In 1991 we were one of the 
black holes where lines were driven together by factors decidedly NOT in the Community Interest 
of St. Lucie Co. We have been extraordinarily fortunate to have the delegation we had, and now 
have, we are currently split into 3 house districts and 2 senate districts. While I recognize that 
total population is the basis for your work I would like you to look at what that split actually 
means to us in terms of accountability. As of August 3 1 the Supervisor of Elections has reported 
that we have 39,140 Voters in Sen Poseys’ District; 83,393 in Sen Pruitts’ District for a total in St 
Lucie Co of 122,533 registered voters. On the House side we have 22,047 in Rep. Maycheks’ 
district; 20,866 in Rep Mayfields’ District and 79,620 in Rep Hanells’ district. 

Our problem is that Rep. Harrell must loose approximately 2 1,000 people and the population push 
from Collier County is to the East, Osceloa County is pushing South, and South Florida is pushing 
North. If you were to combine the 2 1,000 to be removed from Dist. 8 1 and add it to the portions 
of Districts 78 & 80, I believe you will have met the standards outlined in # 2 above. We don’t 
want 4 Senators and 8 Representatives simply because the lines converge here. As you work on 
the lines we hope you will seriously consider 1 Senator and 2 Representatives for St. Lucie County. 

4 With regard to the US Congressional Districts we would also like to request compactness rather 
than convenient gerrymandering. All three Congressmen have been responsive, at least in my 
experience, to requests for help from St. Lucie Co. However our entire County would be better 
served if our boundaries were included in one Treasure Coast seat.

A RESOLUTION OF OF THE PALM BEACH COUNTY LEAGUE OF CITIES, 
INC. REQUESTING THE ADOPTION OF AN APPORTIONMENT PLAN IN 
WHICH PALM BEACH COUNTY RESIDENTS COMPRISE A MAJORITY OF 
THE CONSTITUENCY IN THE SENATORIAL AND REPRESENTATIVE 
DISTRICTS CREATED; DIRECTING THIS RESOLUTION BE FORWARDED 
TO THE SENATE REAPPORTIONMENT COMMITTEE AND THE HOUSE 
PROCEDURAL AND REDISTRICTING COUNCIL; PROVIDING AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES 

WHEREAS, in the second year following each decennial census, the Florida Constitution 

Art. III, Sec. 16, requires the legislature to apportion the state into specified senatorial and 

representative districts in accordance with state and federal law; and 

WHEREAS, since the United States Decennial Census of 1990, Palm Beach County has 

evolved into an intensely populated area of unique, well-defined interests; and 

WHEREAS, the senatorial and representative districts established in 1992 and based upon 

United States Decennial Census of 1990 do not uniformly provide equal representation for the 

P citizens of Palm Beach County based upon current census data; and 

WHEREAS, respecting the boundaries of political subdivisions such as Palm Beach County 

is a traditional districting principle recognized by the United States Supreme Court; and 

WHEREAS, based on the community of interest established in Palm Beach County, the need 

to provide County residents equal representation, and respect for the County’s geographic 

boundaries, the Palm Beach County League of Cities, Inc., hereby urges the Florida Legislative to 

adopt an apportionment plan that minimizes overlap of senatorial and representative districts into 

counties adjacent to Palm Beach County. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PALM BEACH COUNTY LEAGUE 

OF CITIES, INC., THAT: 

SECTION 1: The foregoing recitals are true and correct. 

SECTION 2: The Palm Beach County League of Cities, Inc. hereby requests the Florida 

Legislative to adopt an apportionment plan in which Palm Beach County residents comprise a 

mu majority of the constituency in the senatorial and representative districts created.

SECTION 3: The Palm Beach County League of Cities, Inc. hereby directs that a certified 

copy of this Resolution be sent to the Senate Reapportionment Committee and the House Procedural 

and Redistricting Council.
