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I. Summary: 

This legislation re-creates the Educational Media and Technology Trust Fund, FLAIR number 
482183, which is administered by the Department of Education.  Re-creation is effective for four 
years beginning on November 4, 2004, the current termination date of the fund.  This fund was 
last re-created effective November 4, 2000, by Chapter 99-25, Laws of Florida. 
 
 

II. Present Situation: 

Section 1010.80, F.S., restates the fund’s creation and purpose.  Section 1006.39(3), F.S., 
provides for receipts into the fund. 
 
The proceeds from the sale of educational materials and products are remitted to the trust fund 
and used to pay the cost of producing and disseminating educational materials and products to 
teachers, students, administrators, and other appropriate persons in the state system of education. 
 
The major source of revenue for the fund is the proceeds from the sale of educational materials 
to school districts and nonpublic schools.  According to LAS/PBS data, receipts to the fund for 
FY 2001-2002 were $332,897. 
 
 

III. Effect of Proposed Changes: 

This bill re-creates the trust fund without modification.
