lieu of_all monies appropriated for these purposes in other sections of
the Florida Statutes.

Each project shall _be constructed on the site specified. If existing
facilities and _acquisition of new sites are a part of these projects,
each _such building and site must be certified to be free of
contamination, asbestos, and other hazardous materials before the
facility or site may be acquired. The provisions of section 216.301(3),
Florida Statutes, “shall apply to all capital outlay funds appropriated
to the Public Education Capital Outlay and Debt Service Trust Fund for
the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 appropriation, and shall also apply to funds
appropriated in Specific Appropriations 27 through 37A.
