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l. Summary:

The bill eliminates language authorizing a pilot project whereby the capital collateral cases
assigned to the northern region of the state are handled by the private attorneys on the registry.
Thiswill have the effect of restoring the northern office of the Capital Collateral Regional
Counsel.

This bill substantially amends section 27.701 of the Florida Statutes.

Present Situation:

Under section 27.701, F.S., the capital collateral casesin the northern region of the state have
been assigned to private attorneys as a part of a pilot project begun in fiscal year 2003-04. Prior
to the pilot, the cases were assigned to the state Capital Collateral Regional Counsdl office in the
northern region. The Office of the Auditor General reviewed the pilot and presented its findings
to the Legidature in January of 2007 (see report number 2007-092).

Effect of Proposed Changes:
The bill strikes language authorizing the pilot project in paragraph (2) of section 27.701, F.S.

Thiswould restore the northern office of the Capital Collateral Regional Counsel established in
paragraph (1) of section 27.701, F.S.
