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SB 658
Road Rage and Aggressive Careless Driving
by Senator Bennett

Creates the “Highway Safety Act” to reduce road rage and
aggressive careless driving, reduce the incidence of
drivers’ interfering with the movement of traffic, minimize
crashes, and promote the orderly, free flow of traffic on
roads and highways.

Requires a driver to yield the left lane when being
overtaken by a motor vehicle traveling at a higher rate of
speed on roads, streets, or highways with two or more lanes
that allow movement in the same direction.

Increases to three or more, the number of infractions which
qualify a driver as an aggressive careless driver. Increases
penalties and fines and provides that increased fines be
used to provide financial support to certified trauma
centers.

Provides that a second or subsequent infraction requires
attendance at a mandatory hearing. Requires the Department
of Transportation to provide an educational awareness
campaign to inform the public about the Highway Safety Act.
