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SB 742
Electronic Surveillance Equipment/Use in Crimes
by Senator Dean

Prohibits the use of electronic surveillance equipment to
assist in committing a crime or to escape from or avoid
detection, arrest, trial, conviction, or punishment in
connection with the commission of such crime.

Prohibits divulging the existence, contents, substance,
purport, effect, or meaning of any information received
through the use of such equipment to any person known to be
a suspect in the commission of a crime with the intent that
the suspect may escape from or avoid detention, arrest,
trial, conviction, or punishment.

Provides for the reclassification of offenses, to the next
higher degree, when said equipment is used in connection
with those offenses. (See bill for details)
